Have you been to the DAN website ( http://www.diversalertnetwork.org/ )? As a DAN
member you should take the time to register for access to the members- only portion of the
website. You will find free tools and online educational courses that are part of the benefits you
have as a DAN member.

Under the “My DAN ACCOUNT” tab you will find a personal database to record all of D AN
your dive certifications:

Certifying Agency, Certification, Certification Date, Certification #, Certifying Instructor,
Instructor's Number and Last Updated.

This can be a great resource if you have certifications from several agencies.

Do you keep all of your receipts for your equipment purchases? There is another wonderful free tool under the
“Equipment” tab. It is a complete inventory system for your dive gear. Information such as purchase date, serial
numbers, last service date, manufacturer, purchase price, etc are part of the system. If you ever have an insurance
claim for damaged or lost equipment this information would be available for you in a single location.
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Third, under the “Training & Education” tab, you will see a tab for “Online Seminars”. Here you will find
several interactive online seminars. When complete there is a final test. If you successfully complete the seminar you
will be able to print your certificate.

These are just a few of the benefits and tools that are available through your DAN membership. If you haven’t
taken the time to visit the DAN website I strongly suggest you do so. Your membership gives you much more than
just a magazine and insurance. DAN is a non-for-profit agency that promotes dive safety and research in dive
medicine.

Never Dive Over your Head
"The Unknown Diver"
Hi All,

Our old friend "Tug" has agreed to share this space to cover a few things about Open Water Certification Dives
at Dutch Springs. This past May, Blue Ocean Divers headed for Dutch with 28 students and brought back 27 new
divers. A pretty impressive success rate and clearly one that would not have been possible without the cooperation of
all involved. To the assisting staff’ and students a special tip of the hood. That being said let me share my humble
opinion.

A typical weekend at Dutch has a certain amount of "hurry up and wait". With the number of divers,
equipment and staff’ constraints it will more than likely require splitting the students into two groups. PADI is very
clear on the student to instructor ratio and to his credit Mach 10 Mike has tighter criteria. Mikes's requirements are
in place to assure ultimate safety as well as providing ample time to demonstrate and evaluate diver skills. As we have
witnessed in our pools sessions not everyone performs at the same pace. A student diver may take additional time to
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clear their ears or may have to repeat a required skill. PADI standards require all students to demonstrate mastery
and sometimes it just may take a new diver longer. None of us would want to feel rushed and in fairness to all we
need to be patient.

As for the availability of equipment Mike and Patti have done a fantastic job in acquiring an impressive array of
gear. Keeping that in mind there is a limited number of any size BCD or wetsuit and at times we need to again be
patient until the proper size is available.

It is also entirely possible your certifying instructor may not be the one you had in class and the pool. Personal
schedules or logistical issues often come into play. Rest assured ALL of the Blue Ocean Dive Instructors, Assistant
Instructors and Dive Masters are well trained and committed to providing you with an enjoyable open water
experience while meeting PADI standards. Above that they are great people and lot of fun to dive with.

At Mike's last staff’ meeting considerable time was spent discussing the Dutch Springs weekends to make any
needed changes for improvement. Several good ideas were discussed and I am sure the entire staff will make every
effort to accommodate any potential changes.

In closing, check with your instructor or Mike and Patti to discuss your weekend at Dutch. Please don't hesitate
to ask any questions, and offer suggestions. That being said,
